Course Goals 

Learn to design and build attractive, interactive, and interconnected web pages and web sites. 
 

 

Course Description: 

Students will learn the fundamentals of programming on the web to create attractive sites. They 
will learn the design process, and how to implement this to their website. They will primarily use 
Microsoft Notepad to create web pages using HTML, DHTML, CSS and some Java Script. 
Students will learn how to create and manage entire websites.

Most of the assignments for this class will be individual effort, although I may include a few 
team tasks. Each assignment will have a rubric, which I will use to determine your score. For the 
final assignment, you will be able to design and program an application of your own choosing 
(within reason, of course).

I expect each of you to begin working on your programs as soon as you get to class and to work 
diligently until class is over. Each of you will earn a participation grade--worth about the same as 
a major assignment--based on how well you are able to use your in-class time wisely.
