1. First Days of School this Week:

Monday, August 21--MONDAY Students in Grades 2, 4, and 6 (M/W Kindergarten as normal)

Tuesday, August 22--TUESDAY Students in Grades 2, 4, and 6 (T/Th Kindergarten as normal)
Wednesday and Thursday classes as normal

2. THIS WEEK--CSP THURSDAY STUDENTS: NO hot lunch on Thursday, August 24. East Elementary
students will not be on campus on this day, which means carpool will be very quick. We encourage
families to pick students up right at 3:30 PM (11:30 AM for kinder).

4. CSP Teacher Availability (on-campus and via email): All of our CSP teachers are part-time and
only teach in the building a few days a week, and teachers are not in the building on Fridays.

REMINDER--UPDATED East Campus Carpool Flow - Due to a year-long construction project at PPSC,
our carpool flow will have a slight change for the upcoming 2023-2024 school year. The carpool line
will still enter through New Life Church and continue along Cross Peak View. Once the line moves into
the lower PPSC parking lot and splits, both the K-2 line and the 3-6 line will move side by side through
the drive lane to the south and the parking spaces to the south. This change is indicated by the red
circle on the carpool map HERE.
